                               PROJECT «Ufa-city»
My name is Yuliya. My surname is Lukmanova. I’m 18.I am a student of Karaidel school №2.My project is devoted to Ufa city-the capital of my native republic of Bashkortostan.
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My republic is a sovereign democratic state. It is an independent entity within the renewed Russian Federation, in which incorporated on a voluntary and equal basis. 
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Ufa was founded in 1574 as a small fortress «to procure shelter and protection from the foe», as is quoted in the old chronicles. 
 Only 10 years after its foundation, Ufa was granted the status of a town and became an administrative center of Bashkiriya. . Ufa (the name is traced to Bashkir “ube” – “a hill”) was founded in 1574 on the right bank of the Belaya River to govern Bashkiriya which had joined the Russian State, to consolidate the central power in the land and to shield from the devastating raids by Nogai and Siberian nomads. The location for erecting a fortress town on Mountain Turatau (translated from Bashkir as “a for tress mountain”) was selected by Ivan Artemaev, a nobleman deputed to the area in 1560 by Russian Czar Ivan the Terrible. The town is washed by three rivers – the Belaya (the Aghidel), the Ufa (Karaidel) and the Sutoloka. 

  Present day Ufa is a heart-city, large industrial, business, scientific, political and cultural center in the South Urals and whole Russia at the boundary between Europe and Asia. The city is divided into 7 districts: Dyomsky, Kalininsky, Kirovsky, Leninsky, Oktyabrsky, Ordzhonikidzovsky and Sovetsky. Population is more than 1,1million people. The citizens like their city and link its future with an economic upsurge political stability and spiritual renovation.  The majority of people are concerned in unproductiveness sphere, but a bulk of population works at industrial, production enterprises. Big promotion happens in science and in a search of new, modern technologies. Ufa contains approximately 40 % of the industrial potential of the entire republic.

Over 35 million tons of oil is annually processed in the oil-refineries and chemical plants of the city. 
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The Machine-building complex, which produces 25% of the city commodity, manufactures various items for spacecraft and household appliances. The products of the light and food industries are manufactured in ever-increasing amounts.
Industrial enterprises are situated mainly in northern parts of the city. Big

international airport connect the city with many countries of the world. The construction of the Samara-Zlatoust rail-road line and the start of navigation along the Belaya River in the late 1880’s greatly contributed to the development of industry and culture in the town.
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There are 11 institutions of higher education, including Bashkir State University, Aviation, Petroleum, Pedagogical and Medical Universities, Academy of Arts, and Institute of Service. Ufa research Centre of Sciences of Republic of Bashkortostan within 20 institutes is known to perform research of the highest importance.
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There are also a number of Museums of Arts, Museum of Archeology and Ethnography with unique Scythian gold objects, memorial houses of Sergey Aksakov and the folk poet of Bashkortostan Mazhit Gafuri, National Museum, a state philharmonic theater, 5 theaters (the Bashkir Opera House, Russian Drama Theaters, Opera and Ballet, Puppet and Youth Theaters), dozens of movie-theaters and palaces in the city. 
A very popular national famous mosque is the Lya-lya Tulpan. The given mosque is one of the most original recent religious buildings and of the sights in the Ufa. Processions carried out in the mosque during main Muslim religious celebrations are broadcast on the central Russian TV. Its activities add to the development of interconfessional accord. In the medrese there study young men, who are going to be ordained. In the mosque courses on the Holy Koran are available.
   Residents of Ufa have about a thousand sports facilities at their disposal, including Tennis Palace, 6 stadiums, 13 closed-door swimming pools; a closed-door horse “Akbuzat” Republican Race Course was opened on July 19, 1982, which is the centre of horse breeding and equestrian sport in the Republic. 
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The Ufaers are great sport lovers. The popular kinds of sport are tennis, volleyball, football, ice hockey and etc. The Ice Palace Salavat Yulaev, named after a Bashkirian hero was the home of Ufa Ice Hockey team Ufa Salavat Yulaev between 1967 and 2007 when it was replaced by the Ufa Arena before which was the largest indoor arena in Bashkortostan and the first stadium in Russia to be built which contained artificial ice.

The arena was predominately used for Ice Hockey but has also been used for concerts, the USSR Figure Skating Championship, the USSR Boxing Championship (1970) gymnastics and international volleyball.
