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May I introduce myself! I’m Butrimova Polina, schoolgirl of  8 classes in Komsomol secondary school, in one of those among Tukay district, where as well as all the tatar  guys are received knowledge, skill to become worthy growing up change of our remarkable territory.
I want to admit and to say with all sincerity in soul I like life! I like the family: the daddy, mum, native, teachers, friends, native settlement Komsomolets. 
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The history is done by all people, and each man separately. In this connection I invite you on small excursion in secondary Komsomol  school - wonderful our house.
 The museum of our area located at our school will tell and will show you, as during many years of generation of different times created and create the history. The cultural heritage of our republic is created and develops not only in capital and regional centres, large cities of our Tatarstan, but also in small settlements. Well and now how  the history began.
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         I would to share with history of my village.
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In 17th century the eastern part of our territory was inhabited with so called “white peasants”. In 30-s years kalmykies, became to threaten to the settlements so in 1651-1652s a defece line was built on the left side of the Kama river.
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 The head of the building was N. E. Odoevsky. The Kama line included six fortresses: White Yar, Eryklinsk, Tiinsk, Novocheshminsk, Zainsk, Menselinsk, Nowadays you can see the traces of the Kama defence line not far from our village.The history of Komsomol reflects some pages of the country history: building and restoration of a national economy and the Civil war, the period of the advanced socialism, building of automobile plant “KamAZ” and a period of democratic transformation. In 1932 a youth of nearby villages basically Komsomol members chose a picturesgue in oak forest place near the river for a settlement. Materiais for the first houses were transported from their native villages: Knyazevo, Elizavetinka, Kazyy, Ostankovo and others. Some families lived even in mud huts near the forest. The office of the state farm occupied two floors of a former merchant’s home. On the first floor there was an elementary school. The youth in short time build cattle- farming corps… Diligence and enthusiasm of the first inhabitants of the settlement helped to overcome the difficult period. Efrosiniya Borisovna  Maryachina  is one of the famous inhabitants of Komsomolets. She was born in 1915 in Kalinovka village. She is an oldest person in our region. The veteran remembers and tells about terrible famine in 1921, years of the Civil and Great Patriotic War. In 1971 Komsomolets became a part of state farm “KamAZ”. Today our settlement has got a  two- storeied school, a monument to the participants of Great Patriotic War, a cosy  kindergarden, two- storeyed brick houses, a shop, a bakery and firstaid centre.
