The Ice Hotel is situated on the shores of the Torne River, in the old village of Jukkasjärvi in Swedish Lapland. 

10 000 tons of crystal clear ice from the ‘ice manufacturing plant’, the Torne River, and 30 000 tons of pure snow generously supplied by Mother Nature are needed to build the Ice Hotel every year. The hotel sleeps over 100 guests, and every bedroom is unique. 

Covering more than 30,000 square feet, the Ice Hotel includes an Ice Chapel, the hotel itself, an ice art exhibition hall, a cinema and last but not least, the world famous ‘Absolut Ice Bar’.

Salt Palace in Bolivia 

 

Bolivian Salt Hotel & Salt Flats
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Uyuni Salt Flat
 

The Salt Palace and Spa sits in the middle of the Uyuni Salt Flats, or the Salar de Uyuni, a prehistoric lake of salt in Bolivia, near the Chilean border. Spanning 7,500 square miles or 12,000 square kilometres and situated at an altitude of 3653 meters, about 12,000 ft, the Uyuni salt flat is the world's largest. 
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Surrounded by the Bolivian High Plateau or Altiplano, the salt lake was originally part of a prehistoric lake which covered most of Bolivia some 10,000 years ago. During the late Pleistocene era of Earth's geological history, there were two lakes on the altiplano - Lago Ballivian (which covered the area of modern Lake Titicaca) and Lago Minchin, which contained the area of the Uyuni saltflat. The original lake was part of a drainage system of the Titicaca and Poopo lakes in southwest Bolivia. When Lago Minchin slowly dried up, it left behind what are now Lago Poopo and Lago Uru Uru, and several salt pans, including Salar de Uyuni and Salar de Coipasa. Salar de Uyuni, is said to contain 10 billion tons of fine salt reserves. Until now, it has only been exploited by local campesinos, peasants. 
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The hotel itself is, for the most part, made of salt. The roof, walls, some beds, chairs, tables and bars are made of salt and even the floor is covered with salt granules.  The salt blocks are held together with a cement like mixture of salt and water and during rainy seasons, the walls are strengthened with new blocks. 
 

Rooms cost between $50 for a single to $60 for a double and there is a separate building offering cheaper rates for backpackers. 
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As for tasting what the hotel has to offer, salt is not on the menu. A sign in the main lobby informs guests about their policy upon arrival:

A Korowai family with up to eight persons live in such kind of houses. But there is a strictly separatism between men and women. Their material culture is exclusively limited to indispensable things of daily live as well as decoration articles for the body.
