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  In 2007 we celebrated the 85th anniversary of the Pioneer Organization. The first Pioneer groups were organized in Moscow in Krasnaja Presnia. The aim of this organization was to join children of different ages, organize their free time. The methods of organization were different. The most interesting traditions and actions were based on games and hiking.
 I want to tell you about the history of the Pioneers in Tatarstan. In Tatarstan the Pioneer movement began in 1923. The first leader of the first pioneer group was Josif Malkin and Shagid Shammazov. The first pioneer group was called “Spartak”. On 5 July 2008 we will celebrate the 85th anniversary of the Pioneer organization in Tatarstan. Komsomol committee cared about the pioneers and helped them to organize their meetings. They wanted to build a new world. Their life was full of exciting hikes, sport competitions and creative games. They liked to gather in “Black lake”. Children’s voices didn’t stop from morning till night. They liked to make plays and concerts. They made their own newspaper. In 1924 the Pioneers printed their first newspaper. In Russia it was called “After Iljich”. Later they published the newspaper for Tatar children and it was called “Young Lenin”. There was the Pioneer meeting on 2 September 1924. They got their first red banner and their first pioneer scarves. They were happy. It was the beginning of the history of the first Pioneers in Tatarstan.

                               The Scouts.

 The Scout movement was founded in England in 1907.  In 2007 we celebrated the 100th anniversary of the Scout Organization. The English officer Robert Baden-Pauell published the book «Scouting for Boys» in 1907 in which he has stated the main principles of a new method of out-of-school education for children. Using the experience of his life in the virgin nature in India and Africa, he created the programme for the youth. The basic purpose of this programme was "games during life". It was the educational programme about how to survive in the forest, mountains, in the wild nature, be ready to give the first aid. They prepared and organized hikes full of adventures and games.
   Scouting in Russia was founded in 1909 under the initiative of Nikolay II.  Oleg Ivanovich Pantyukhov organized the first Scout teams in Russia. In 1917 the Scout movement was very popular. In Russia there were over 50 thousand Scouts. But in 1924 the Scout movement was forbidden in the USSR. The Scouts were changed by the Pioneer Organisation. They took the attributes of the Scouts.
   The Scouts appeared after a long-term break in Russia in 1990. There are a lot of Scouts all over the world. They are the Scout Association (TSA) of the United Kingdom, BSA (Boy Scouts of America), WAGGGS (World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts), the French Scouts, the National Organization of Russian Scouts, the World Organization of Girls of Scouts (WAGGGS).

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 In Vysokogorski Region the first pioneer groups so called “otriady” were founded in 1926 in Dubiazy. In our school museum there is a photo of the first pioneers in Dubiazy. At that time Dubiazy was a large village. Families were big and there were a lot of children. There were 8 pioneer groups. Hairulla Valiullin, Ibatulla Abdullin, Habibulla Garifullin, Nagim Giliazov, Nagim Galimov, Nagim Bikmullin were the first leaders of pioneer groups so called “predsedatel soveta otriada”. The slogan of that time was “Away illiteracy”. Pioneers visited people in their village, read them books and newspapers and taught people to read and write In 1926 there was the first meeting called “sbor”. The Pioneer organization was named after Mullanur Vakhitov. 7 November was unforgettable for the young pioneers. The first pioneer drum was given to them. It was a great day. They were all in red scarves. They marched with the drum and felt that being together is a great thing. 
  In our museum there is a photo of the first pioneer group in Vysokaja Gora. There are memories of Vanushina Evdokija Ivanovna about that time. On the photo we can see Blokhina Lubov Pavlovna – the principle of the school in Vysokaja Gora and the first pioneers. Timohina Tatiana Semienovna was the pioneer lieder so called “vozhataia”. They made concerts, meetings, delivered newspapers to the field, read them, taught people to read and write. Vanushina Evdokia as the best pioneer took part in the meeting in Kazan. It was called “sliot”. 
  Our parents remember that it was a happy time. They learned to be friends, to help each other, they made a lot of social meaning things. Timurovtci helped adult people.
