Past and present of my native Vinny 
Introduction

Every person has his own little Native land. This is a place where he was born, the place where his ancestors lived and the place where his children live. Astrakhan region with the Volga, its beautiful and great delta, the old Caspian Sea, the unique nature, old history and religion is a little Native land for astrakhans. A person has the dearest and the lightest notion about the word “Native land”. I was born and grew up in the village Vinny. And my work is devoted to the history of my Native land. 

There are no archival sources about foundation and development of Vinny. I looked for information in old books, in library. I visited village administration. The old inhabitants helped me with their memories about the events which were in their life.

Together with the teacher of English Natalia Ivanovna we decided to write creative work “Past and present of my Native land”.       

Vinny

 Versions of origin of name
There are no official mentions about the name of the village, there are only legends. 
The first legend says, «Once upon a time a rich fisher Vinnovsky lived in our village, so the village was named after him Vinnovsky and later shorter Vinny». 

The second legend jokes, «Once a barge with barrels of wine sailed in the river. Then the barge sank. They looked for the barge, and didn’t find it. But the village was named Vinny».

The third legend argues, «No, it wasn’t so. Guilty people were sent here for works; therefore our village was called Vinny».
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The date of foundation and the population
The first mention about Vinny was in 1919-1920. The first inhabitants were some Kazakh families, which were busy with cattle breeding. 
The mass settling started in 1920– 1930 years. Those years were very difficult for our country. Then Russian families Mamutovs, Zhernovois, Hainovs, Ivanovs, Shevchenkovs… appeared there 
The inhabitants’ memories:
Zhernovaya Lydia Alexeevna was born in 1928 in Vinny, “We lived in the dugout. My father moved to Vinny, escaping the dispossessing in 1925”.    

From the interview of Krygina Ann Timofeevna, “We moved to the village in 1934 year looking for the best life. There was state-farm that time. People were busy with cattle-breading. There were horses, cows, sheep. The state-farm belonged to the meat-packing plant. The head-master was Santylov Nikolai Fedorovich. Workers of the state farm lived in dugouts near river Harlak

Divina Marry Konstantinovna, “I don’t remember that time. I was born here. My father ran out of Kolkhoz, so he moved to Vinny. Grand Terenty Hainov arrived here in 30th years. Nobody of relatives knew his patronymic, because he was called only grand Terenty. And his five sons moved here with him.”
The main trades of population
There was fishery in our village in 20th years of the 20th century. There was repair- base in Vinny, where population repaired boats and fishing-boats. Nowadays there is a part of the village, which reminds about that time. It’s name is Rembase. 
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Rembase
The State-farm belonging to the meat-packing plant was organized in Vinny in 1930. Only adult population worked there. The State-farm called “Marfinetz” was organized in 1963 year. 
People were busy with horse-breeding and plant growing. Girls returned home from the work with songs and they were called “netuzhilvkies”

My grandfather Yagudeev Sagyndyk Nazimovich worked there that time. He also grew up horses. 
The people worked hard. Some of them were rewarded. They were: Hainov A.M., Nigmetova U. R., Zhulin I. E, Ivanov V.K... There was the Hero of Soviet Labour Karimov Lati Karimovich in our village. 
The State authorities and local self-government
The first Village soviet on the territory of Vinny was organized in June of 1981. The first chairman was Lukmanov N.I., the head-master of Vinnovskaya school. Inhabitants remember Umbetov M.A., Datzkiy G.M. – the second and the third chairmen.

But only one woman left pleasant memories about her. That was Makashaeva Komes Sergalievna. Thanks her intensity diligence and hard work (she was the head of administration since 1996 till 2003 years), gas was installed in Vinny, the monument for our countrymen, who died in the Great Patriotic War was put up. Nursery school was preserved. 
Present
The celebrated people of the village
There are a lot of the celebrated people in our village. They are: teachers, war-veterans, workers. Nowadays there is only one war-veteran of the Great Patriotic War. His name is Presechenko Paul Dmitrievich. There are a lot of inhabitants who take an active part in the life of the village. Their names are Ilbaev A.Sh., Yagudeev Smagul Nazimovich, Hainov Alex M., Hainov Anatoly M., Divin A..
Demidkin A.N. is the famous writer and smith-man of Astrakhan region. His works are well-known at Vinnovskaya School.  
One of the greatest persons of the village is the head-master of Vinnovskaya School Utepkalieva Lazat Smagulovna. She also takes an active part in the life of our village.
She is one of the winners of the regional competition “Woman-leader of the year” in nomination “Education” and not by chance. She gives a lot of power not only for the questions of instruction and education, for strengthening of the material and technical base of our school, but for adoption of new technologies in educational process. 
Places of interest in our village
First of all I would like to say some words about the countryside around the village. It is green with fertile fields and rich vegetation. Through the village flows a wide clear river. It’s lovely for swimming. The fishing is said to be excellent too. Our quiet village is surrounded by woods. There are elms, maples, poplars and even oaks in the woods. This place is for those people who are looking for piece and a lovely rural environment. 
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Planting on the Kuzakin Island
There is a functioning smithy in our village – an unusual occurrence for modern life. There are own smith-men in the village. Their names are: Demidkin A.N., Odintzov S.N. 

Their work-pieces decorate classrooms of our school, fences of houses. Work-pieces of our smith-men are samples of manual art at the exhibitions. Today there are classes where the pupils are also busy with fretwork at our school.

Museum of village history in Vinny

The museum corner was opened in 2000 year at school. It was created by forces of the pupils, teachers and inhabitants of the village under the management of the teacher of history and foreign languages, the director of studies Rahmetova V.T.. 

The most important exhibits are things of life in 18-20 centuries (the work tool, furniture, a distaff, irons, embroidered towels and so on). There is an iron with an engraving and manufacturing date – 18 century. All samples reflecting history of the village are stored in a museum corner.

The sight of great importance
 A monument was established in 2000 year as memory about our countrymen who died during the Great Patriotic War. It became important for the inhabitants of Vinny. The idea of the monument was, “the nurse takes out the wounded soldier from a battlefield, and he as if Danko, gives heart for the salvation of Mother country.” It was put up by the poet and the smith-man Demidkin Alexander, the sculptors Bashlaev N.A, Odintsov S.A. and thanks to the active help of head of administration Mukashaeva K.S. and head-master of our school Utepkalieva L.S.
