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Introduction.

This year the whole world has celebrated the 60-th anniversary of the Victory Day. People remember the events of the Second World War the scary time that people had been gone through. Having studied much interesting information about the Second World War. I came across the names of the leaders of the USA, the UK and Russia. But most of all I was interested by the personality of the British Prime-Minister, Winston Churchill, who was one of the greatest politicians of the XX-th century.

Winston Churchill led Britain through two World Wars. He was one of the men who developed the principles of life in the post war Europe. He was not only a strong thoughtful and hardworking politician but also a man of different talents. 

His Childhood and Youth.
The prominent politician of Great Britain Sir Winston Churchill, the eldest son of aristocrat Lord Randolph Churchill, was born on November 30 in family palace Blenheim of dukes Marlboro in Oxfordshire. On father, Randolph Churchill, Winston belonged to one of the most outstanding in England family of Dukes of Marlboro. His mother, Jenny Jerome, was daughter of the American millionaire Leonardo Jerome. 

However, even the greatest optimists who knew Winston in his baby and juvenile years could not expect what place he would occupy in history of the Great Britain.

Having shown extraordinary stubbornness and self-confidence, Winston did not want to learn in the way that all children were learning. He concerned only those lessons, which he liked: for instance, English and Literature. Sometimes he could shock his teachers with long quoting scenes from plays Shakespeare by heart, but it did not change the opinion about him as unapt and harrow - minded child. Many years later Churchill admitted that he was a very bad pupil. As a result his own more then modest success in training Winston did not got systematic formation, characteristic people of his circle. Even the Winston's father Randolph considered finally that son is too harrow - minded for career of the lawyer, and family solved that single suiting place for Winston is a military school.

Working hard, with the third attempt, Churchill entered cavalry school in Royal Military Academy. By the way, Winston showed the determined zeal and finished in 18 months school in list of best. Having got rank of the lieutenant, Winston entered service in regiment.

The beginning of Churchill's military service complied with activation of external policy of Great Britain. This gave prettier possibility to officer to show his abilities. At the end 90-th  XIX  Churchill took part in military expeditions in India and Sudan. As a war correspondent, he was captured during the Boer War in South Africa, fell into captivity, whence made the flippant escape. After Sudan campaigns Churchill escape from the army. Obviously he understood that in army he would hardly obtain the satisfaction to his own pride.

The political career before World War I.
In Great Britain main political party were conservative and liberal. Churchill always was closer to conservative. In 1900 had got in house of commons, as deputy from Conservative MP for Oldham, Churchill began to lead active political activity. He enlisted on his side enough big amount of official, thinking that leaders of parties, be afraid the schism, had to include him in composition government. But premier Balifur did not include him in composition government. Hereon Churchill left the conservative and in 1904 went on side of liberals. The following 17 years at the head government stood the premiers from liberal party. So Churchill has got the possibility directly to participate in country management. His presence in the House of Commons was notable, marked particularly by his rehearsed rhetorical method (meticulously prepared) - and this was despite a speech impediment, which never left him. Although he styled himself on his father, his concerns were somewhat different. He was an arbitrator who fought for peace in the Boer war, and he believed in effective military management and in modesty of ambition.
In the middle of 1911 he came to conclusion that war with Germany is inevitable. The 23 of December 1911 he became the military sea minister and encloses the greater efforts to quick rearmament of front. For small gap of time Churchill translated the fleet from coal on oil, equipped the naves an instrument with big calibre and conducted the trained transposition in admiralty.
Time of World War I.
To moment of the entering of Britain in the first world war position of Churchill in country was very strong. But he made plenty of mistakes and tendered a resignation, having gone to army. But through several months he once again solved to return in greater politician. At July 1917 Lloyd George has fixed Churchill on post of the minister of the military provision, where he created the new weapon - tanks, believed to have played a large part in Britain’s subsequent victory in World War One. Then from 1919 to 1921 he acted as secretary of state for war and air, and in 1924 he became chancellor of the exchequer. The next decade saw a decline in his status, as political turmoil prevailed. He was also hated by many trade union members, and sections of the working class, as he was instrumental in helping to break the 1926 General Strike. After the war, even though he was seen as a great leader who had not given an inch to the enemy, he was not considered necessarily to be the man to establish a better Britain during peacetime. Suspicions and doubts about him may have been compounded by his delay in the implementation of the Beveridge Report, which outlined plans for a national health service. Being military minister he enclosed many efforts for organization of the fight against Bolshevik government of the Russia.
World War II.
Fact that he was one of the little who understood danger coming from fascist Germany, allowed him to become in 1940 premier. When war loomed in May 1940, and Neville Chamberlain lost power, Churchill came into his own - face-to-face with his 'destiny'. It was very hard to be Churchill's secretary. He dictated directly to the typewriter and his impatience could make typing for him very, very difficult.

 His national spirit and unflinching determination in the face of Germany and Italy's warmongering won massive support across the country. Even though he promised nothing more than 'blood, toil, tears and sweat', he mobilised and inspired courage in an entire nation. Throughout the war he worked tirelessly, and built good relations with President Roosevelt at the same time as maintaining an alliance with the Soviet Union. Churchill, however, was regarded with suspicion by some, for his ability to change parties at regular intervals. Always sparing big attention to technology Churchill understood that living ahead war will be a war of motor, and emphatically spoke of need of the rearmament.

The single leader of the national scale, capable to lead the country in this extremely complex for it time, was Churchill. He was able to raise and unite the country against terrible enemy, enclosed the massive efforts to making антигитлеровской coalition.  He travelled endlessly during the war, establishing close ties with the leaders of other nations and co-ordinated a military strategy which finally brought about Hitler’s defeat. He became to work on making the alliance between USSR, Great Britain and USA.
Iron Curtain.
After the World War II the world was divided on two parts: socialist and capitalistic. Churchill in his speech in Fulton first said about association of the whole west world in fight against communist Orient. Even though Churchill lost power in the 1945 post-war election, he remained a vital leader of the opposition, voicing apprehensions about the Iron Curtain and encouraging European and Atlantic unity, finally conceived as NATO. Churchill regained his power in 1951 and led Britain once again until 1955, when ill health forced him to resign. A final stint as Prime Minister came at the age of 77, and Churchill continued as backbencher into even older age.

Nobel Prize.
Churchill had in life two mains to passions: the policy and literature. Having began with cooperation in different military newspaper as correspondent, Churchill became author of the multiple history studies since time. Works of Churchill, such, as "World Crisis", "Second World War", are interesting not only for ordinary readers, but for historian – professionals too. Churchill used copies of documents in his works, which he did, being on a high post. In recognition of his historical studies he was given the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1953. In 1963 the US Congress made Winston Churchill an honorary American citizen. Obtain this he was able due to its extensive ability and hard quality of the nature.He spent most of his last years writing “The History of the English-speaking people” and painting. Churchill loved to paint. He created over 500 works during his life and was made an honorary member of the Royal Academy of Art.
Conclusion.
Winston Churchill lived the life full of struggle. He conducted last ten years of  his life in his estate  in Chartvell. He died the 24th of January 1965 at age of 90 years.  All Londoners came to show the great respect to his person and his contribution to the history of Great Britain. He proved his right to do what he wanted and the way he wanted. He was devoted to his country and to his aims. He never paid attention to envy, jealousy and misunderstanding of his surrounding. Churchill’s Monument was opened in front of the Houses of  Parliament in London in September in 1973. His contribution to the history of the UK and the history of the World was great. He became the symbol of power. The politicians who came to the government later took him as an example. Margaret Thatcher, the former Prime-Minister, once said: “I’m happy to say that I started my political career when he was still at power.”
