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Introduction.

I have been studying English for a few years already, and am interested in the fact, that while in our swift age the forms of ruling and rulers change in other countries, only the British monarchy and the queen remain traditionally unchanging during a few ages. It is rather difficult to understand the British way of ruling the country. In Britain the Queen is the Head of the State, but in fact she doesn’t rule the country as she has no power. The Queen is a symbol of the country history and its traditions. It is especially surprising, for the modern royal dynasty has inherited a crown only 300 years ago. But hardly has it appeared on a throne as has led Great Britain on a way of its becoming a great world power. At the beginning of the XXI century it was possible for the royal court yard in Great Britain - the country which has generated liberalism and democracy, to keep the advantage and greatness. Therefore I decided to write an abstract about the modern representative of the Britannic monarchy - Elisabeth II, which has been ruling the UK for a few decades already.
The urgency of my research work is that interest to the British monarchy exists nowadays. Britain is a parliamentary democracy with a constitutional monarch – Queen Elisabeth II as a head of state. 
The object of my research is an epoch of ruling of Elisabeth II, and an object is the personality of the British queen. I think that my theme is actual, because with the help of my work it will be possible to know the secrets of prosperity of the United Kingdom at the moment of Elisabeth II’s ruling. 
Before to write a work, I put a purpose: to analyze biographic information and give an objective estimation of queen’s influence on transformation of the Kingdom. For achievement of this purpose I must decide the following tasks:
1. To find out the history of coming to power of queen Elisabeth II
2. To learn some features of her personal life.
3. To prove that it is a real personality in history. 
For the decision of these tasks I would like to use the following methods: the method of analysis of literature, comparison and the description of the object. I consider that my work will be difficult enough, although interesting.
The theoretical importance of my research is the expansion of knowledge on this theme. 























Chapter 1.
The History of coming to power of Elisabeth II.

English monarchy, as no other European monarchy has been saving the royal traditions, grandeur of the ancestors. It is more surprisingly, because a modern royal dynasty inherited a crown only 300 years ago. But as soon as it appeared on a throne, it led Great Britain on the way of becoming of it as great world power. To the royal court in Great Britain - country, generating liberalism and democracy, to beginning of XXI century it was succeeded to save the dignity and grandeur.
Ancestors of present queen Elisabeth II in 1714 appeared on the English throne by virtue of the forced accepted decision. Last ruler of primordial scotch Steward’s dynasty, King Jacob I, in 1688 was outcast from England for the catholic persuasions. And his daughter Ann, remaining a protestant and from 1702 inheriting the English throne, did not leave heirs. Therefore in 1701 London parliament is accepted by a decision, in obedience to which Steward eliminated from a number applicants on a throne, and to the new dynasty three requirements are produced: it must be protestant, to be able to declare certain crown rights on the English throne, and also to possess sufficient force, to shut out returning of catholics of Stewards. Gannoverskie kurfyursty which in 1714 became kings of Great Britain corresponded all of these requirements. There is Hanover in the genealogical table of house - Windsor (see Appendix 1) is presented all of queens and kings of this dynasty.
The beginning of the most successful European dynasty was put by German kurfyurst George I, entering on a throne in 1714 and founding the same personal union between and island kingdom. Two first Hanover George I and his son George II, appeared the haughty and dissolute shallow German princes which was little interested in the problems of their new kingdom, and happy from political marriage with the German dynasty the English people  did not feel the beginning. Only honest and devout George III, coming on a throne in 1760, in times of the rule managed to conquer the trust of given. His followers, George IV and William IV, as a result of the very stormy personal life instrumental in that the English monarchy again appeared in an unattractive kind. With death of Silly Billy (foolish Billy) - so disrespectful nicknamed king William in 1837 - personal union made off between Great Britain and Hanover  lasting one hundred and twenty three years, and in Great Britain a crown was inherited by his niece Victoria.
Exactly the English monarchy is under an obligation the queen Victoria, giving the name to a whole epoch, the triumph. For incomplete sixty four years there are the rules during which the most enormous social and economic changes happened in a country, the British empire grew into the first world and colonial power. At the same time ruler due to the strict moral principles, exemplary married life, and also again recovered authority of the British monarchy home virtue. Victoria pawned certain traditions, to execute which dynasties in our century frequently very uneasily. However, after her death in 1901 a throne appeared so durable, that its present descendants sit until now on him.
With the death of queen Victoria and coming to power of her son Edward VII a new epoch began for Great Britain. He proved a clever diplomat in Europe which was half owned by his relatives. As a clever politician of the time, Edward understood that must not build an illusion in relation to a monarchy, as form of state rule in the future. He supposed that with the care of his sons in England this form will die off, and a country will steadily become democratic.
Subsequent to his death the rein of government was accepted by his son George, which led a “state ship” back, on a course, started by his grandmother Victoria. «Marine king» - such was a nickname of George, which he got from the love to the navigator. He was steering for the country, to which exactly due to even temper with steadfast equanimity held a helm during storms, visiting England before and after World War I. Six children of George V grew in fear before a father-tyrant. His eldest son Edward, who rebelled against paternal violence, delivered most anxieties George, being indignant the stiff forms of his rule. He came to power after death the father of January, 20, 1936, remained on a throne for December and gave up a crown for the sake of favourite woman. The brother of Edward Albert, which changed him on the British throne under the name of George VI, brilliantly managed with the role of monarch; he was engaged in social questions, aimed to improve life of workers. In the Second world war-time the royal family (his wife Elisabeth with daughters of Margaret and Elisabeth) gave up part of the privileges. For example, it limited the ration of feed the ordinary norms of war-time also. The excessive consumption of alcohol and nicotine resulted in early death of monarch. On February, 6, 1952 George VI died. With his death for an unusually young heiress Elisabeth a way was opened to the throne. It personified by herself a hope on renewal of country which still was in a state of deep economic and political depression of post-war time.
Coronation of Elisabeth took place on June 2, 1953. It grew into even more powerful glorification of the nation and kingdom. In addition, the international translations of the same young at that time television were converted by coronation triumphs in the first in history great television event. But it humiliated the grandeur of suggesting respect ceremonies not at all. Opposite, a newspaper «Times» expressed the gladness concerning that, how the modern transmission of images converted «every man and every woman in a country in the participant of mystery of chrism on a reign».


Chapter 2.
The world of the personal life.

And now it is possible to tell about the private life to Elizabeth's ascension on a throne. Elizabeth II was born on April, 21st, 1926 then nobody assumed that she was a queen. Elizabeth was thoroughly prepared for a life as a member of the royal family since early years. However, for three hundred years educational priorities have exchanged. Till six years Elizabeth's formation was spent under the governess who trained her, first of all, in languages and religion. Then it was brought up by house teachers. In the childhood Elizabeth had a passion to a rural life and horses. So, being the princess, she wished to marry the farmer. 
During the Second World War Elizabeth II served Fatherland. In 1944 when she was just eighteen years, she entered an auxiliary transport battalion. She has learnt to drive heavy army trucks perfectly. Simultaneously she received private lessons, first of all on art and music. When in the end of 1936 her father after renunciation of brother Edward VIII became the English king, Elizabeth, now the direct successor of a throne, began to prepare intensively on history of the constitution and legal sciences.  
However, further in Elizabeth's dialogue with other people formal restraint and the superiority began to dominate. With the same gravity she has approached and to a love question. 
Elizabeth's first meeting with the Greek prince Phillip, the cadet of Dortmutsky royal naval school, has taken place on the eve of the Second World War when Elizabeth was 13 years old and she studied at exclusive school in England. The arisen feeling has outgrown in due course in the love supported with a considerable quantity of letters which the princess wrote to the future husband during his service in the Navies of Great Britain. Before a marriage Elizabeth's father has appropriated to Phillip a title of the duke Edinburgh which was carried traditionally by the British kings. Magnificent ceremony of wedding which passed in 1947 in Westminster Abbey in London was the main event of gloomy post-war everyday life for the majority of citizens. The won war has not brought economic simplification. More likely, on the contrary, material restrictions have not been overcome yet.
Elizabeth has been on the British throne for fifty-five years and all these years her husband prince Phillip with whom they have lived a happy life is near her. They have four children: the successor of a throne – the senior prince Charles, the prince of Welsh; Princess Anna; Prince Andrew, the duke of York; Prince Edward and seven grandsons.
According to the British laws the husband of the queen is not the ruling monarch, but Prince Phillip plays an important role in a life of the British society: he is interested in problems of science, techniques and the industry, is an influential figure in wildlife management questions, and pays attention to questions of education and rising generation formation.
In the middle of XX century the English court yard in many respects interfered with extraneous penetration into a royal family everyday life. Only in 1969 Queen Elizabeth II opened a new era of publicity, having allowed to get mass media for side scenes of an every day life Windsor and to learn about their habits and predilections.
The queen usually spends a dinner in a narrow circle of the family. Elizabeth is unpretentious in meal. She prefers simple food like mutton and fried beef, with a creamy pudding or ice-cream for a dessert. Still the queen adores the daily tea drinking. In her cup – tea from «a royal» mixes of different grades, with several drops of milk, and on plateaus – buns, cucumber sandwiches and tinned shrimps.
Absolutely formal dinner parties look differently. Every six weeks she and her spouse Prince Phillip invite to an informal dinner of the deserved citizens. During such dinner the queen absolutely easy talks to the visitors and thus also receives particulars of an everyday life of compatriots. Table preparation on twelve persons occupies three hours: the servant in snow-white gloves should spread out devices, checking all distances a ruler.
Elizabeth II clothes consist basically of old dresses; she prefers the styles checked up by time. When things become absolutely worn, distributes them. It is no wonder that at such economical mistress palaces and estates bring in the income. Not only the big incomes are laboriously considered, but also trifle. Before Christmas the fur-trees which have been grown up in a royal estate well disperse. Royal carrier pigeons and hunting dogs are very popular. And necessarily pheasants who Elizabeth's husband prince Phillip with friends kill on hunting are on sale. Simplicity of a personal life of the queen proves to be true also that on a table covered for her breakfast, near to expensive porcelain and silver devices there is a cheap transistor receiver, the worldly-wise floor lamp, on a lateral little table nearby – a telephone set of the sample 60 sideways sticks out.
The British always showed interest to the household party of a royal life. They wish to know, where the taxes paid by them leave. How much money lies on the bank accounts of Windsor family? According to some information, Queen Elizabeth II owns property and values for the sum about two billions pounds. But it is not necessary to exaggerate the riches of the queen, Elizabeth does not have property abroad the Kingdom, and in the UK she owns only two estates. Royal palaces, the most part of treasures of a royal collection and treasury jewelry belong to her, while she is the monarch. For a year the monarchic family manages the British citizen in almost 37 million pounds that in recalculation on each citizen to equally only 61 penny or the price of two pints of milk. As the newspaper «Daily a mirror» marks, about every tenth of the British agree that the royal family contains at the expense of budgetary appropriations, and every fourth considers its members as workers. Englishmen also love the queen for these qualities.


Chapter 3.
Ruling of Elisabeth II. 

Still being a child, Queen Elizabeth II was noble and very serious. And having become the Queen, she has shown professional understanding of the mission from the very beginning. With brilliant skill, from the moment of the accession to the throne in 1952, she bears double loading as the head of the state and the head of the family. Having come to the throne, Elizabeth II became the head of Privy Council, the Supreme carrier of legislature, the head of judicial system, a supreme commander-in-chief armed forces. The queen appoints the prime minister and charges him to form the cabinet; she opens parliament sessions, concludes the international contracts and signs parliamentary certificates.
Thus hardly it is possible to describe the usual working day of the English queen. However, there are certain moments which regularly repeat. So, for example, Elizabeth II constantly at breakfast looks through some newspapers and receives thus the information on events in the country and in the world. After that she is brought yet not opened mail. She reads some letters and answers them to receive her own representation about thoughts and troubles of the submitted. A minimum once a week the queen receives the information on development of political events directly from the prime minister. Then meetings with ambassadors of other states or with representatives of the business world can take place.
For years of her stay on a throne Elizabeth II co-operated with ten prime ministers and found common language with these unique persons. Churchill whom she has erected in a rank of the favourite prime minister was the first. And in the late seventies Margaret Thatcher has come to the power. The first woman-prime minister has become famous for the rigid grasp in economic affairs, war with Argentina, friendship with Ronald Reagan and Michael Gorbachev. They say that Elizabeth was unfriendly concerned to ambitious Thatcher that aspired to appropriate her wide representation functions on international scene. But eyewitnesses recollect that meetings of two powerful ladies were invariably warm and were not limited to the report. The last nine years the laborites headed by Tony Blair are in power and when he addresses to the queen with the letter – official or personal – he always comes to an end with the words: «The obedient and restrained servant of your Majesty ». The government still appreciates her awareness and experience. In the conditions of a parliamentary monarchy the queen can express the opinion, approve or warn. Despite restrictions of powers, the queen can appoint the prime minister and resolve or forbid parliament dissolution - politically risky rights which she has never used. Thus, being fifty years in power, Elizabeth II can be ranked the most skilled heads of the states in the world in the XXI century.
For years on a throne the Queen has personally spent more than 500 ceremonies of introduction to a post, has signed about 3.5 thousand parliamentary certificates, has given about a hundred of state banquets, was present on descent to water more than two tens ships. And as for the foreign trips, Elizabeth II will handicap any head of the state. Together with the Duke of Edinburgh they have made 78 state and 256 official visits to 129 countries. The first tour of the queen on the Commonwealth countries passed in November, 1953, her extent has made almost 70 thousand kilometers. It became the first British monarch who has visited China in 1986. The queen is the patroness of more than 620 welfare funds and organizations. Since 1952 she has awarded more than 387 thousand honorary titles and awards and she has received more than 540 awards herself.
In spite of the fact that the British monarch «reigns, but does not rule», the Commonwealth remains the second largest international association - it includes 53 states with the population of one billion and seven hundred million persons, 30% of the population of the world. And though the power of the queen became symbolical, the royal duties actually take much time and energy.
The queen is simple in dialogue and is friendly. The overwhelming majority of the British consider that half a century ago the United Kingdom has found "the worthy" queen. Then she has promised to serve the people and the Commonwealth of the nations all her life and has proved it by the activity on a throne. 
In 2003 the first statue of Elizabeth II has been solemnly opened on the territory of Great Britain in the Big Windsor Park – a horse monument in classical style. The monument represents the queen as she was in the 70-s (till that time the statues of Elizabeth II have been opened in Australia and Canada). Queen Victoria was the last monarch to whom the monument during lifetime was established.
Some time ago the British royal family has got its own page on the most popular Internet-video service You Tube. This innovation will begin the royal channel through which Elizabeth II can inform the people of all ages in the world, and send messages to them.


The conclusion.

Thus, during the work I was once again convinced that the person of queen Elizabeth II is one of bright representatives of an English monarchy. The work seemed to me interesting and informative. Though today monarchs do not influence the current policy any more, the representation of a state policy in the form of solemn ceremonies and rituals is required from them. It is observed that an aristocratic distance in England is expressed incomparably more strongly, than in other kingdoms of Europe. At the beginning of XXI century the royal court yard in England managed to keep the advantage and greatness, and a huge merit of the present queen is in that.
Appearance of the queen is known for all. Citizens see her face every day – on banknotes and stamps. Nevertheless, the British admit that do not know the queen. Queen Elizabeth II does not aspire to appear on the telescreen, her traditional performances are limited to Christmas congratulations. The royal principles – not to apologize, not to speak, and not to turn soul inside out – have remained firm.
I consider that I have achieved the object, put at the beginning of the work. On the whole, for the writing of the work I used the information from several sources. It has helped me to solve the problems: I have found out the history of coming to power of Elizabeth II, have learnt some features of her private life and by that have proved that the queen, a full which official title «Her Highest Majesty Elizabeth II, the Divine favour the Queen of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and other Kingdoms and Territories, the Head of Commonwealth, the Defender of Belief. The daughter of King George VI», is the person in history.
