James Paul McCartney
James Paul McCartney was born on Thursday, 18 June 1942 in  Anfield in "Walton Hospital", located on the street Rice Lane. Later the family moved to the area of Wallace, then in Hanning Speke and in 1955 settled in the area of Allerton. In primary school he was one of the best pupils and, easily enrolled in secondary school for boys  "Liverpool Institute", the best educational institution in the city (1953). In the summer of 1955, Paul and his brother Michael went to a boy scout camp, where it was raining the whole  week. Parents worried  that boys would  get wet in their tents,  visited them, taking dry clothes . On the way  home in the car Mary felt severe pain. Several months later one evening the pain was excruciating. Mary was whispering: "I don't want to leave boys", In the city hospital on 31 October 1956 a few hours after the operation she died. Paul found the mother’s death the only tragedy of his childhood. Mary McCartney was buried  at  the Liverpool cemetery «Yew Tree» .

The first McCartney’s instrument was tube. It  was given to him by his cousin Yang, when he was 12 years old. However, after a visit to the show British rock stars Lonnie Donegan.  Paul asked his father to buy him a guitar at 15 pounds. Guitar helped him to recover from the shock after the death of the mother. As his brother Mike McCartney remembered: " This obsession became  his life's companion  ... He played the guitar and went  to another world where he  lost his mother  but found his  guitar". 

As many peers Paul tried not to ignore concerts of rock groups clock, listened  to programme  of Radio Luxemburg at night for hours ". He  learned hits of  Elvis Presley, and imitated rock stars quite perfectly. Nevertheless, he did not joined a group or make its own one. 

One of his school friends was Ivan Voen. Ivan occasionally played under John Lennon "the Quarrymen" and once, on the 6 July 1957 he called Paul to their  presentation, where Lennon and McCartney met. In a week John invited  Paul to  his group. By that time, Paul has already started composing his own music, and now they with John developed original melodies and musical arrangements. By the end of 1958 in their author archive there were already about fifty songs, including early versions of "Love Me Do", "one After 909". Exactly Paul showed to Lennon this guitar chords and prompted the writing their own songs.

Until 1961, Paul, as John, played rhythm guitar and bass guitar only in cases where Stuart Sutcliffe was unable to go on a stage. McCartney became the permanent bass guitar only in the summer of 1961, when Stewart left the group. 

Until 1966 biography of Paul McCartney was closely related to a   biography of "Beatles". His debut as an independent composer was held at the end of 1966, when he allegedly wrote music for the movie "The family way". Later Paul sponsored the main ideas of concept album "Sgt Pepper 's Lonely Hearts Club Band" (1967),  the album "Abbey Road". 

12 March 1969 Paul married Linda Eastman, a loving wife, his best friend, reliable associate in numerous projects and a caring mother of their three children. McCartney was the second marriage for Linda. From the first marriage she had a daughter Heather.

McCartney began a solo career before the dissolution of the Quartet. In November the 69th-March 70, he recorded in his home Studio a debut album "McCartney". A firm "Apple" released on April 17, 1970. Paul one performed all instrumental parties by their method of multiple blend. He took his  wife Linda Eastman for  vocal parties. Albeit Linda was a rock journalist, she possessed more than the modest knowledge in music, and Pual had made many efforts to teach her to start at least fairly good to play piano and to sing. 

On the 31 December 1970 with the aid of the lawyers Paul started the trial against  "The Beatles", namely against Aloyn Klein, John Lennon, George Harrison and Ringo Starr'. Paul and John had outgrew the frames of the Quartet, they did not want to work together and plunged in their own projects. Realizing that the dissolution of the group was unavoidable, Paul sought to save most of the finance of the group. In addition, he had to acquire personal freedom. This was due to his statement in the court. McCartney won the trial, but the accounts group were frozen. Only in 1976 McCartney became definitely financially independent.

After the collapse of group Paul felt ruined, went on a deep depression, took drugs. Linda helped him to believe in himself, and on the 19 February 1971 he produced a single “Another Day/Oh Woman, Oh Why”. In May 1971 a musician published the second solo album "Ram", recorded in New York with the participation of Linda and a drummer Denny Seiwell, as well as guitarists Dave Spinozza  and  Hugh McCracken.

In mid-2001, McCartney collected a new group. After the birth of his daughter Stella the name for a group appeared -"Wings". It included McCartney himself, Linda, Denny Laine. They were the main backbone of the group until the end of its existence. The group is constantly changing. At different times it included Henry McCullough (guitar), Jimmy McCulloch (guitar), Geoff Britton (drums), Laurence Juber (guitar) and Steve Holly (drums). During the existence of "Wings" some albums were released: "Wild life" (1971), "Red Rose Speedway" (1973), "Band on the Run" (1973), "Venus & Mars" (1975), "Wings at the Speed Of Sound" (1976), "Wings Over America" (1976), "London Town" (1978), "Back to the Egg" (1979). The Group officially disbanded in April 1980.

In 1980, McCartney produced the third solo album "McCartney II". The title exaggerated that, as in the case of the first album, a musician had created it alone, playing all instruments. The release of the album was preceded by arrest of McCartney in Japan on 16 January 1980. The "Wings" were to give Japan 11 concerts, but Tokyo airport "Okura" customs found in McCartney’s luggage 219 gr. of marijuana. Paul was immediately arrested, he took the blame. The Minister of Justice of Japan said that by law McCartney  should be threatened to 7 years of prison. Paul spent 10 days in a cell, after which he was allowed to return home. Concerts were cancelled, and McCartney was to pay 1 million 800 thousand pounds as a compensation for damages. 

His solo career of a  musician still continues. In 1984 he was made a Director and of the film "Give My Regards To Broad Street", where also Ringo Starr, Barbara Bach (Ringo’s wife) and Linda starred. In 1988, he recorded the album with classical rock-n-role songs "Back in the USSR", intended for release in the USSR. In the same year the Sussex University gave him Doctor of Philosophy. In the early 1990s together with Youth (a producer, a founder of "Killing Joke"), he created a draft in the style of "technology" ("Strawberries Oceans Ships Forest"). Together with Harrison and Star he  participated in the work on the series albums "the Beatles Anthology". In March 1997, Queen Elizabeth II awarded the Paul McCartney  a title of nobility. Long before this, 26 October 1965, Paul received from the hands of Queen an order of MBE (member of the Most Excellent order of the British Empire).
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
