To begin with, I’d like to explain why I have chosen this theme:

Nowadays you can’t imagine a young man or an adult who will reject the idea that Art plays an important role in the life of a man and that sometimes it is next to impossible to live without it. It is natural that the first thing that comes to my mind at the mention of the word 'art' is museums.

The theme of the work and its urgency are based on the significance of the idea that a museum is a stock of the world's masterpieces; it is the place, where you can enrich knowledge, you can look at the achievements of mankind, you can satisfy your aesthetic taste. 
The aim of the work is to show the great influence of Museums in giving the possibility to be always in touch with the past and every time discover something new for yourself. Besides, museums play an important role in the life of any nation.

For the hypotheses there were taken the investigations of the World museums in the multicultural Global Village.
I am a regular museum-goer. In fact I visited no less than 20 museums. Among them: the Louver, the National Gallery, the Shakespeare House in Stratford-on Avon, the Oxford story exhibition, Museum of Reading, Madam Tussaud's Exhibition ,the Tretyakov Gallery and others. 
Here are the short pieces of information about the Museums representing the history of the countries most famous museums of Europe, the most famous museums of other parts of the world, museums representing the history of the countries, museums of Russia, and my special investigations including the materials about Odintsovsky Local museum (Odintsovo History Museum.) and the results of the survey I’ve done in the course of  my work:
2.1.The most famous museums of Europe:
The British Museum (Great Britain) always ranks as one of London's most popular.
The British Museum had it's origins back in 1753 when the government was given various collections by a famous physician, Sir Hans Soane.Until last year the British Museum shared it's location with The British Library.
The Louvre (France) is situated between the rue de Rivoli and the Seine. It is the most important public building in Paris and one of the largest and most magnificent palaces in the world, the construction of which extended over three centuries. It became a national art gallery and museum since 1793. Probably one of the most important painting that it contains is the Mona Lisa. 
The National Gallery of art (USA) was created in 1937 for the people of the United States of America by a joint resolution of Congressaccepting the gift of financier and art collector Andrew W. Mellon.In 1937, the year of his death, he promised his collection to the United States.  On March 17, 1941, President Franklin D. Roosevelt accepted the completed building and the collections on behalf of the people of the United States of America. 
The Collectors Committee, an advisory group of private citizens, has made it possible to acquire paintings and sculpture of the twentieth century. Key works of art have also come to the Gallery through the Patrons' Permanent Fund. In addition, members of the Circle of the National Gallery of Art have provided funds for many special programs and projects.

The Vasa Museum (Sweden) is Scandinavia's most visited museum, located in Stockholm, capital of Sweden. The Museum was inaugurated in 1990. In the large shiphall stands the warship Vasa - the only remaining, intact 17th century ship in the world. Just like the Vasa would have looked like when set for winter in harbour. The wreck, salvaged in 1961, is now once again a complete ship. Surrounding the ship are several permanent exhibitions, cinemas, a shop and a restaurant.
The Hunterian Museum (Scotland) was opened to the public in 1807, it is thus the oldest public museum in Scotland. The collections have grown enormously since Hunter's time. At first they were all housed together, but gradually sections were dispersed to appropriate University teaching departments. In 1980 the art collection was transferred to a purpose-built Art Gallery.
The Archaeological museum at Olympia (Greece) is one of the most important archaeological museums in Greece. It hosts in its collection artefacts from the sanctuary of Olympian Zeus, in Olympia, where the ancient Olympic Games were born and hosted.The new museum was constructed in 1975, and eventually opened in 1982, re-exhibiting its treasures. The architect of the museum was Patrocolos Karadinos.
Uffizi Gallery (Italy):the construction of the Uffizi palace began in 1560. The continuing growth of the granducal collections in 17th century enriched the Uffizi: new rooms of the second floor were arranged to display masterworks as in a museum and in the meanwhile the Gallery could be visited on request by Florentine or foreign persons. Many paintings and several hundred of drawings were bought, many Florentine pictures were transferred to the Uffizi from Tuscan monastries,  during the 19th century. The Uffizi can be considered the first kind of modern museum of the history.
The Museum of The Romanian Peasant is part of the large family of European Museums for Folk Arts and Traditions. It is a National Museum, functioning under patronage of the Ministry of Culture.
The Hunt Museum is an internationally important collection of original works of art and antiquities.One of the strengths of the Hunt Collection is its medieval material. and including statues in stone, bronze and wood, crucifixes, panel paintings, metalwork, jewellery, enamels, ceramics and crystal. The importance of the collection is such that some items are currently on loan to the British Museum and the Victoria & Albert Museum in London, while others have been shown in international exhibitions.There is also an important collection of Irish archaeological material ranging from Neolithic flints, through Bronze Age gold, the unique 8th century Antrim Cross of the 18th and 19th century, Irish decorative arts are represented too in a range of items including Irish delft, Belleek porcelain, 18th century Dublin tapestries as well as ecclesiastical and domestic silver.
2.2.The most famous museums of other parts of the world, reresented in my work are as follows: the National Palace Museum of China, the Semitic Museum, Tareq Rajab Museum (Section A, Section B), the National Museum of History (Brazil),the National Gallery of Canada, Museum of Moroccan Arts,the Prince of Wales Museum of West India, the National Museum of History (Brazil),the Albany museum (Southern Africa).
2.3. Museums representing the history of the countries contain exhibitions suggesting the visitors captivating information. Among them are: Windsor Castle - the oldest royal residence; Buckinngham Palace - the Queen’s of Great Britain home;Westminster Abbey  and the Poet’s Corner- one of the most famous, historic and widely visited churches not only in Britain but in the whole Christian world.
2.4.Museums of Russia are reproduced by the two world famous ones:
 The State Hermitage which ranks among the world s most outstanding art museums  and is the largest museum in Russia: nowadays its vast and varied collections take up four buildings; and cover an area of 94240 square meters;  and the Tretyakov gallery - national treasury of Russian art acquiring works of various epochs.and a collection of antique icons.
2.5.1.My special investigations include the materials about Odintsovsky Local museum (Odintsovo History Museum.)
 The history of any village, villages, cities is an unseparable part of the country's history.It is necessary to delve into the archives, pick up old newspapers and magazines, talk to the old-timers, and gradually learn the history of his native land. Elder Odintsovo local historians Aleksandr Andreevich Puzatikov found "traces" of the first owners of the village of Odintsovo (more precisely, the first mention of it) in documents of the XIV century... It turned out that since ancient times to the local clay brick factories were located, and after construction in 1870 the railway from Moscow to Brest.Members of the club "Search," led by A. Puzatikov have found dozens of names of those odintsovtsev who did’t not return from the war  and those defenders of Moscow, who died in the Odintsovo hospitals and were buried in Odintsovo; it’s a great effort to perpetuate the memory of the  dead. Passed through the Odintsovo place and Patriotic War of 1812 in the museum you can learn about the retreat of the Russian army and advancing troops of Napoleon, and prominent Russian commanders. Literary Hall, which introduces us to the reserved places of the earth Odintsovo is associated with the names of Russian writers of XIX - XX centuries: Alexander Pushkin (S. Zakharov), AP Chekhov (Zvenigorod), MM Prishvina (p. Dunino). Two halls are devoted to the Great Patriotic War of 1941, when our land was in the band front-line action of the Western Front. The museum exists as a showroom, where exhibitions of artists Odintsovo take place.More than 2500 exhibits found shelter in a cozy old house Yakunchikova. Here surprisingly organically coexist antiquity and modernity, the historical past is intertwined with the day today. The Museum is an invaluable center of culture, and its employees are its promoters, the conductors of patriotism.
