Should Creationism Be Taught in Schools?
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      Throughout the history of humanity there has always been the question of how the Earth came into existence. One of the beliefs is Сreationism. If we think of the word “Сreationism”, the first thing that comes to our mind is “creating”. And that is correct, because Сreationism means “God created the earth and every living creature on it.” As Genesis 1:1 state, "In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.”

Indeed, they already teach a specific religion and belief there, but that still does not mean that they should not show other views. Actually, until the late 19th century, Сreationism was taught in nearly all schools in the United States and in Russia as well. Relatively few schools taught evolution, and many colleges did not include the subject in their curriculum until after the 1930s. 

But let us look at the pros and cons of our problem. On one hand, we can say that if the school teaches us any belief (in our case we are specifically talking about Сreationism), then the student will be more knowledgeable about this point of view. It also could explain a lot of the pure scientific evidence which Evolution cannot explain. And as I have said before, it can help him develop his personality. On the other hand, we can say that it is just unnecessary information that is taking up our study time. Others may also assume that teaching Creationism forces Christianity on students. 

But the point is that both Evolution and Creationism are belief systems. Both are embraced through “believing what is unobservable” rather than on the basis of “what is scientifically provable”. Today the Evolution theory is the most widely taught view of origin which is included into almost all school programs. But as we know Evolution is not a theory as we are used to call it; it is only a hypothesis as well as Creationism. We know that no one was there in the beginning, and no one saw what really happened. We can only assume and speculate. So I think that Creationism and Evolution are standing on the same position. Neither of them can be proven, they both are strongly developed, and both have a lot of followers. 

In a 2006 gubernatorial debate, the soon-to-be governor of Alaska (later on a candidate for president of USA) Sarah Palin said of Evolution and Creation education, "Teach both. You know, don’t be afraid of education. Healthy debate is so important, and it’s so valuable in our schools. I am a proponent of teaching both."

To summarize everything said above, I believe that Creationism should be taught in schools because it is part of the school’s responsibility to enlighten the students in the matters of Creationism. Later it will increase the child’s knowledge and will help him prepare for the future. It will also give him a better understanding of what to believe in. And, who knows, maybe one day Creationism will become a theory.
