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Введение

Актуальность исследования. Немного найдется стран, в которых бы произошли столь глубокие перемены во всех сферах жизни в такие короткие сроки, как Россия. На смену закрытости, граничащей с изоляцией от остального мира, пришли широкие и частые контакты с людьми из разных стран. Работа и обучение, частные и деловые поездки за рубеж стали нормой жизни для миллионов граждан нашей страны. Если раньше термин «международные отношения» применялся почти исключительно к сфере межгосударственных связей, то сегодня многие фирмы, учебные заведения, организации самого разного характера ведут свою «международную политику», вступая в деловые отношения с партнерами из других стран и регионов мира. Однако в международном общении при прочих равных условиях успеха добьется тот, кто может общаться на языке, понятном партнеру. В начале XXI века таким языком стал, прежде всего, английский язык – язык межкультурного общения, язык делового общения, язык науки, техники и компьютеров. 

В последнее время наша страна  строит партнерские отношения  с новой администрацией США. Мы открыты к равноправному диалогу. 1 История  Соединенных  Штатов Америки

History of the United States of America

The history of the United States is not long but amazing and full of dramatic events. Scientists believe that the first people appeared on the American continent 25000 years ago. Modern Europeans knew nothing about the American continent till the XV-th century when Christopher Columbus discovered it. Columbus was an Italian sailor. His life-time dream was to find a new way to India. The Span​ish government gave him money and with three little ships Columbus sailed westwards. It was a very difficult voyage but in three months the ships reached an island not far from the coast of North America. Until the end of his life Columbus thought that the islands and the mainland were part of India. That’s why they were called West Indies and the natives- «Indians». Christopher Columbus made four voyages to America. He understood that the land was ex​tremely rich. Many people followed Columbus and went to the New World in search of money, free​dom, happiness or adventures. France and England were interested in the discovery of the New World because at that time they were the strongest powers of the world and wanted new territories and riches. For some time after its discovery America was called the "New World".
Later, however, it was decided to name the New World after Amerigo Vespucci. He made three voyages to America and proved that the land discovered by Columbus was not India but the new continent. The first English colonists came to America in the late XVI-th century, but most of them went back home. Only at the beginning of the XVII-th century Englishmen established several colonies and called them New England. It happened in 1620 when some English fami​lies (about 100 people) left England on board the ship called Mayflower and sailed to America. Other ships came with more settlers, new colo​nies were established. The country had everything necessary for life and the colonies became richer and stronger. But they were ruled by England and paid duty on different things. At the end of the XVII-th century (in 1775) the colonies started the War of Independence. It lasted eight years. In 1776 the Declaration of Independence was written by Thomas Jefferson. Thirteen colonies declared themselves free and independent of Eng​land. This day (July, 4) is considered to be the birthday of the American nation. After the end of the War of Independence in 1783, 16 states were formed and they chose George Washington as their first President. 
2 Физико-географическая характеристика США
Geography of the USA
The United States is situated in the central part of the North American continent (except for Alaska and Hawaii). It is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the east and by the Pacific Ocean in the west. In the north it borders Canada and in the south it borders Mexico. The United States is the fourth largest country in the world after Russia, Canada, and China. It has an area of about 10 million square kilometers and its population is over 270 million people. 
The US consists of 50 states and the District of Columbia. It is a special federal area where the capital of the country, Washington, is situated. The largest state is Alaska. Hawaii is one of the smallest states; it is a group of islands in the Pacific Ocean. California, New-York, Texas, Florida, Pennsylvania, Illinois, Ohio are the most heavily populated states, and Wyoming, Vermont and Alaska are the least populated states. The largest cities are New-York, Los-Angeles, Chicago, San-Francisco and Philadelphia. The continental part of the USA consists of 4 geographical parts: 2 highland and 2 lowland regions. The highland regions are the Appalachian Mountains in the east and the Cordillera in the west. The Appalachian Mountains are ancient, strongly destroyed mountains of no great height. The valleys between them are rich in coal. It is the oldest mountain system in the US. Unlike the Appalachian Mountains of the east, the Cordillera is not a continuous chain. It consists of several high ranges, which are the Rocky Mountains on the east and the Sierra Nevada and the Cascade Range on the west. The Rocky Mountains are considered to be young, high, rough. Between the Rocky Mountains and the Appalachian Mountains there is the vast Central Plain and the Plateau of Prairies or the Great Plains. The main rivers of the USA are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Rio Grande, the Colorado, the Columbia and the Hudson River. The five Great Lakes, between the USA and Canada, include Lake Superior, Lake Michigan, Lake Huron, Lake Erie, and Lake Ontario. They are all joined together by short rivers or canals, and the St. Lawrence River joins them to the Atlantic Ocean. In the west of the USA there is another lake called   the. Great  Salt  Lake.  The USA has many natural resources, such as coal, petroleum, and natural gas. The economy of the US is based upon free enterprise. The United States is one of the few countries in the world that has no 'official' national language. The basic language spoken throughout the country is American English. The second language is Spanish.
 3 Климат    American Climate

The climate of the US is temperate, with four distinct seasons. The USA is a very large country, so it has several different climate zones. The coldest regions are in the north and north-east, where much snow falls in winter. The climate of Alaska is arctic.
All along the western coast, the temperature changes little between winter and summer months, while in the north central part of the country the temperature difference between winter and summer is very great — 36 degrees centigrade and even more. In all of the heavily populated parts of the United States the summer can be extremely hot, and particularly near the eastern seaboard it is very unpleasant. In the winter, on the other hand, it can be very cold. The climate along the Pacific coast is much warmer than that of the Atlantic coast. Parts of the Pacific Coast are very wet. It is determined by the range of mountains. The west coastal territory is favourable  for agriculture. To the east, beyond the mountains, there is a vast dry region. This dry land extends from Canada to Mexico. But still farther east, in the Southeastern United States, you can find another wet region. On the whole the East is much wetter than the West. The climate of eastern and central America is 'continental' and more resembles Russia .One of the most important geographical boundaries in the United States is the 50-centimeter rainfall line which runs north and south almost through the middle of the country. East of the line, farming is relatively easy, and the population is relatively large. West of the line, there are irrigation systems, dry-farming, grazing and fewer people. The south has a subtropical climate. The hottest places are Florida, Texas. New, Mexico and Arizona.  Americans can gather several crops a year. They grow wheat and corn (in the north and the north-east), tobacco and cotton (in the south-east), grapes (in the west). In the west cattle breeding is popular (sheep, cows). On the whole agricultural conditions are very favourable.
4 Главные города   Main Cities of the USA 
4.1. Washington .D .C.
There are a lot of interesting and impressive cities in the USA but the heart of a nation is Washington, D.C., its capital. Washington is smaller in size than the largest cities of the USA, such as New York, Chicago, Detroit or Los Angeles. The buildings in Washington are not very tall because no building must be taller than the Capitol. The Capitol was built according to the plans of William Thornton. He was an amateur ar​chitect. It was made of stone and marble and contains 540 rooms. It is situated on Capitol Hill. Capitol Hill is the highest place in the city. Topping the dome is the 19-foot bronze statue of Freedom.
Not far from the Capitol there is the Library of Congress, the largest library of the United States. One can hardly find a park, a square or an open area in Washington without a monument or a memorial. The most impressive and the best-know of them are the Lincoln Memorial and the Washington Monument. The Lincoln memorial was dedicated to Memorial Day — May 30, 1922. It was built in the style of a classic Greek temple. It has 36 columns. Each column represents the state in the Union at the time of Lin​coln's death. But the dominant feature of the building is the realistic figure of Lin​coln. The Washington Monument is one of  the  City's most impressive sights. It is situated in Potomac Park. It was erected to the me​mory of the first President of the USA in 1888. It is called "The Pencil", because it is one of the tallest stone constructions in the world and the tallest stone structure in the USA There is the Pentagon in Washington. It was built between 1941 ​- 1943. Now it is the US military centre. Washington is a city almost without industry. The White House is the official residence of the USA presidents.  This  house was first occupied in 1800. George Washington died in 1799 and he did not live in that House. John Adams was the first President who lived in that House. The White House has 132 rooms. There are a lot of sights in Washington. There are many beautiful parks and gardens in Washington. It is interesting to see the famous cherry trees. These trees are the gift from Japan. They were brought there in 1912 There are also a lot of museums in Washington where you can see all kinds of things: famous paintings and sculptures, the dresses of President’s wives, the original of the Declaration of Independence, etc..
4.2. New York

New York is the largest city in the USA and one of the largest cities in the world. Situated at the mouth of deep Hudson River, it has always been the gateway to the USA. People who come to New York by sea are greeted by the Statue of Liberty. It has become a symbol of the city (if not of the whole country) and an expression of freedom to people all over the world. (The millions of immigrants who had to come to America by sea were welcomed by a very tall woman. She was wearing a robe and her right arm was holding a torch high in the air. The woman is still there looking out to sea. She is the Statue of Liberty, one of the most famous symbols of America.) The five boroughs comprising the city are Manhattan, the Bronx, Queens, Brooklyn and Richmond. The center of New York is Manhattan Island. Numerous skyscrapers house banks and of​fices of American business. The Empire State Building, Rockefel​ler Center, the United Nations building, Central Park, Times Square, Broadway all these world famous sights are situated here.
Wall Street in Manhattan is the financial heart of the USA and the most important banking center in the world. Broadway is the symbol of American theatre. The intersection of Broadway and Seventh Avenue forms world famous Times Square, where New Year's Eye celebrations always take place. Park Avenue represents luxury and fashion because of its large expensive apartment houses. Fifth Avenue is the most shopping center. New York is often called the cultural capital of the USA. There are more than 800 museums in New York. One of the best known is the Metropolitan Museum of Art.

4.3 Los Angeles

Los Angeles is America's second largest city. Its name comes from the Spanish for 'the City of Angels', because the land « as originally claimed for Spain by missionaries in 1781. It became an American city in 1850 when California became part of the United States. There are about four million private cars in Suburbs like Hollywood, the center of the movie industry and Beverly Hills, where famous actors and other celebrities live have also made Los Angeles a tourist attraction  Most celebrities' homes are in Beverly Hills, an area near LA. If there is one city that is even more beautiful and glamorous than Beverly Hills, it's Malibu, known for its beautiful beach.. The stars' addresses are not a secret. You  can  also  see  Hollywood  Boulevard, with its world-famous  movie theatres like Mann's Chinese Theater, the Egyptian Theater and the 3,300-seat Kodak Theater, where the Oscars take place. Every year, usually in February, celebrities are sure to come for the most important event in show biz: Oscar Night. On that day the prestigious   Academy Awards, called "the Oscars", are presented for the year's best achievements in the film world. But don't leave Hollywood Boulevard in a hurry.  Look down at your feet and you'll see bronze stars set in the sidewalk. Look closer and you'll be able to read the names of the people who made Hollywood famous: film directors, producers, camera operators, actors and actresses, and musicians.  It's the Walk of Fame, the most unusual monument to talent and success in the world. The tradition started in the late 1950s and now there are more than 2,500 stars in the sidewalk. Every year twenty new celebrities get their stars, but a star isn't cheap. It costs about $40,000 to install and look after one. If you don't look down, Hollywood Boulevard looks like an ordinary street. There are no architectural masterpieces. 
4.4. San Francisco

San Francisco is the most interesting city in the United States It occupies-the northern end of a peninsula, so it is surrounded on three sides by water. San Francisco is famous for its bridges, fog and foghorns. The greatest attraction of San Francisco is the Golden Gate Bridge, which has become the symbol of the city. San Francisco is called the city of hills because it has 40 hills. It is famous for its picturesque cable cars, which climb these hills, and for its bright houses that cling to the hills along steep and narrow streets. Of course, San Francisco has a lot of museums. But if you are tired of museums, you can visit Golden Gate Park, one of the largest man-made parks in the world, or go to Shakespeare Garden bard, San Francisco has a reputation as an intellectual, liberal, and slightly’ crazy city and his sights attract millions of tourists even-year.
5.Американский народ    American people

America is a friendly country. People easily start talking with each other. When Americans meet people for the first time they usually shake hands. When they meet friends or relatives they haven't seen for a long time they usually kiss them. You can easily spot Americans abroad by their confident manners which come from their sense of individual freedom — their first value and belief .America is a nation of risk-takers. The first Americans left the known of the Old World for the unknown of the New. They lived a hard life, and they had to be tough and self-reliant. So, self-reliance is usually the second national trait and moral value. The first immigrants often faced difficult problems which needed new solutions. So they soon learned to experiment that led to another American trait, a sense of optimism. The third national value is material wealth. Most Americans believe that wealth is a reward for hard work. And of course, they believe in the American Dream 'from rags to riches'. Americans are optimistic and persistent. `If at first you don't succeed, try, try again' is their favourite saying. Americans are always on the move. Moving about from place to place is such a common practice that most Americans take it for granted that they, may live in four or five cities during their lifetime. American people love speed. They like to cook in microwave ovens, they prefer making phone calls to writing letters, and they like to travel by air rather than bus or train Americans are patriots. They are proud of their flag and display it in many places. National holidays such as Thanksgiving and In​dependence Day greatly contribute to this feeling. In my opinion, Americans are open-hearted, cheer​ful, relaxed and tough.
5.1   Знаменитые Американцы Famous Americans

Thomas Jefferson (1743-1826)

Thomas Jefferson was born in Virginia in 1743. He is best known as the third president of the United States (1801-1809) and the author of the Declaration of Inde​pendence. But he was also a self-taught architect. He intro​duced the simple classical design to America when he designed the Virginia State Capitol building. He also de​signed his own home. Jefferson remained the most in​fluential architect of his time.
Abraham Lincoln (1809-1865)

The life story of the sixteenth president of the United States is famous, because it has become the typical story of American success. Abraham Lincoln was born in a log cabin to a poor family and grew up to become the President of the United States. He only attended school for a total of about one year. With the help of his stepmother, he taught himself how to read and write. Abraham Lincoln is well-known and loved by Ameri​cans for his honesty, intelligence, and humanity. When Lincoln was elected president in 1860, the question of slavery had become the most controversial national issue. Lincoln strongly opposed slavery. About six weeks after his inauguration, the American Civil War began. The Civil War was a war between the North and the South over the issue of slavery. In 1863, Lincoln is​sued the Emancipation Proclamation, giving political freedom to three million blacks living in the South. The Proclamation restored the anti-slavery clause which had been cut from the Declaration of Independence. Abraham Lincoln was assassinated by John Wilkes Booth, a popular young actor, during a theater perfor​mance at Ford's Theater in Washington, D.C.

Jack London (1876-1916)

Jack London was born in 1876 in San Francisco, Cali​fornia. His family was very poor, so Jack had to leave school to make money. In 1897, he went to Alaska to find gold. Instead, he found ideas for his stories there. He is best known for his book, The Call of the Wild, the story of the adventures of a dog in the frozen north. His writings were very popular and he became rich and famous before the age of 30."How interesting! Would Jack London have become a writer, if he hadn't gone to Alaska?" Sasha wonders.

Mark Twain (1835-1910)

His real name was Samuel Lang horn Clemens, but he is better known by his professional name, Mark Twain. Mark Twain was born in Missouri in 1835. He never finished elementary school. He got his education mainly  from his observations of people and events on the western bank of the Mississippi River. In 1871, he married and moved to Hartford, Connecticut, where he wrote his two masterpieces, The Adventures of Tom Sawyer and The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn. Be​cause of his sense of humor and wit and the style with which he wrote about frontier life of the common people in the American West, many people feel that Twain's books marked the beginning of modern American literature
Walt Disney (1901-1966)

Walt Disney was an American artist and film pro​ducer, who was famous for his animated cartoons. He developed many new techniques in producing car​toons. His most famous characters are Mickey Mouse, Donald Duck and Pluto. In the 1950's and 1960's, Walt Disney began develo​ping the family-entertainment parks, Disneyland and Disney World..

Chuck Jones (b.1912)

Charles Martin Jones is a popular American anima​tor. He was born in 1912 in Spokane, Washington, but grew up in Los Angeles, California. His family moved around a lot, so they lived in rented houses. His parents strongly encouraged him to read. The author that most influenced his work was Mark Twain. Every one of their rented house had a library. Chuck Jones once said, "We didn't have a phonograph until I was twelve, a radio until I was seventeen, or a television until I was forty-six. So that left books... One fateful day our family moved into a rented house, furnished with a complete set of Mark Twain, and my life changed for​ever." He especially liked Mark Twain's description of a coyote, which inspired the creation of one of Jones' most popular characters, Wile E. Coyote. Chuck Jones also perfected Bugs Bunny and Daffy Duck, and created the Roadrunner. These are all popular cartoon charac​ters you can see on television in America. Chuck Jones also helped to design an exhibition at the Capital Children's Museum in Washington, D.C. The exhibition is an animation studio where children learn how to animate cartoons!

Georgia O'Keefe(1887-1986)

Georgia O'Keefe was a popular American painter. She was born in Wisconsin. She was the child of an Irish father and a Hungarian-Dutch mother. Georgia O'Keefe had a unique style of painting. She took natural objects such as flowers and painted them in their simplest form. She often painted close-ups of her subjects. She loved the deserts in the state of New Mexico so much that she moved there in 1946. Cows' skulls and other bare bones found in the desert became common  subjects  in her paintings. Other subjects included rocks, clouds, and the horizon lines of the desert. Paintings by Georgia O'Keefe can be found at the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York City.

Norman Rockwell (1894-1978)

Norman Rockwell was a very popular American illustrator, He usually painted events in small American towns or American family life. Many of his paintings tell funny stories. He even did illustrations for editions of Mark Twain's The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn and The Adventures of Tom Sawyer. Since his death, Rockwell's paintings have become valuable collector's items.

Elvis Presley (1935-1977)

Elvis Presley was known as "The King" of rock 'n'roll.  He was born in Mississippi in 1935. At the age of 13, Elvis and his family moved to Memphis, Tennessee. There Elvis recorded his first song in 1954. He sold millions of records, served in the army, moved to Hollywood and ap​peared in 33 films. Elvis brought together the musical sounds of the black in America and of country people. His songs started a new period in American music. Elvis was the most popular performer of his day. At the news of his death in 1977, thousands of people ga​thered outside his home in Memphis .Elvis' songs are still popular today. People love to imi​tate him. There is even an Elvis Presley Impersonation So​ciety. Elvis impersonators dress up like Elvis and sing on stage. Some of them actually wish they were Elvis!
                                         Louis Armstrong (1900-1971)

Louis Armstrong was a singer and trumpet player, who was a major force in shaping jazz music in America in the 1920's. He introduced new ideas to jazz and was known as the "King of Jazz" .Louis Armstrong was the first jazz soloist to receive worldwide recognition. His musical career began in the streets of New Orleans, where he sang for pennies with other poor black children. His unique style had a major influence on his generation of trumpeters as well as other instrumentalists.
                                         Barbra Streisand(b. 1942)

Barbra Streisand is an American singer and actress. Her beautiful voice and outgoing personality have made her one of the most successful performers in contem​porary times. She was born in Brooklyn, New York in 1942. Her Broadway performance in the musical "Funny Girl" in 1964 made her a major star.
Steven Spielberg(b. 1947)

Steven Spielberg is regarded as the most success​ful director in Hollywood today. He is well known for his imaginative movie making and has helped to create a new generation of filmmakers. His 1982 movie "E.T," is about the adventures of a frightened extraterrestrial creature stranded on earth. "E.T." is a children's movie and a character loved by children and adults!
5.2 American food and drink 
What is "American" food? The answer is that it is part Italian, part British, part German, part Mexican, part Chinese... When people from  other countries came to live in the US, they brought different cooking traditions. Some of them opened restaurants. Today Americans enjoy food from all over the world. Over  the years some foreign dishes changed a little. Doughnuts were originally from Holland. In 1847 a young American boy told his mother that her doughnuts were never cooked in the middle. He cut out the centers and his mother cooked them — and they were very tasty! Maybe the US is most famous for "fast foods". The first fast food restaurants served hamburgers, but now they serve other kinds of food too. Inside there is often a "salad bar", where you can help yourself to as much salad as you want. Americans eat a lot, and when they go to a restaurant, they don't expect to be hungry afterwards. Most restaurants will put a lot of food on your plate — sometimes it can be too much. But if you can't finish it all, don't worry: they will give you a "doggy bag" and you can take it home. Most Americans now have a light breakfast instead of the traditional eggs, bacon, toast, orange juice and coffee. But on weekends there is more time, and a large late breakfast or early lunch ("brunch") is often eaten with family or friends
6.Праздники в США (Holidays in the USA)

The population in the USA is made up of people of different nationalities. Centuries ago they brought with them their native celebrations. Some holidays, which are marked in the United States were originated in America. One of the greatest holidays is Independence Day. On July 4. 1776, the Declaration of Independence was signed. It proclaimed independence of the thirteen British colonies from Great Britain. July 4th has become the greatest holiday since. In the past this day was marked with big parades and fireworks, but now it is celebrated more quietly. Cities and towns are decorated with flags on that day, there are parades in some places, but most people just go on picnics to the countryside. Thanksgiving Day is marked on the fourth Thursday of November. On this day Americans honour the memory of the first settlers. It also marks the end of the harvest season. It is a long​standing tradition to make a festive meal with a fried turkey on this day. Christmas is a religious holiday, which symbolizes the birth of Jesus Christ. By this day people decorate fir-trees with toys-Children wait for Santa Claus who comes to every house and brings them presents. Before going to bed, children leave their shoes to find in them what they want most of all the next morning. Some people, especially young people, like to celebrate it in restaurants and pubs, but most people prefer to stay at home with their family on this day. Washington's Birthday is marked on February 22nd. George Washington led the American Army to victory in the War for Independence. Later he was elected President of the United States and was in office for 8 years (1789-1797). The national capital of the USA, a state and several towns are named after George Washington. Lincoln's Birthday is celebrated every year on February 12th. Abraham Lincoln was President during the Civil War (1861 1865). He led the fight to keep the nation together and to free the slaves. His life ended tragically. He was killed in the theatre during the performance soon after the victory of the North. In honour of this great man a beautiful memorial has been built in Washington. D.C. On New Year's Day people see the old year off and the New Year in. Most people stay up all night, even children. At midnight many people go outside and shout 'Happy New Year!' Some people set off fireworks and blow automobile horns which are heard everywhere. Everybody exchanges presents and good wishes. Offices, factories, banks and stores do not work on this day. In New York, a lot of people gather in Times Square, and watch the `Big Apple' fall. It is a moving picture of an apple on the side of the big building in Times Square. Every New Year's Eve during the last few seconds before the midnight it starts to 'fall down' the building, and when it gets to the bottom it's the start of the New Year.
