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According to a survey we can determine the most important values for students in grades 6-7. The data in Tables 1 and 2 show that  the  most significant value proposition for the students themselves consider health (58.5%) and a happy family life (19.5%). Most (61.5%) pupils considered health a major value in life, both girls and boys. Students 6 "A" class put the "love" on the second place. "Practical wisdom" and "the existence of good and faithful friends" share the forth place. Students 6 «B» class put "love" in third place, but for the "practical wisdom" and "active life" there are no votes. Students 7 "B" class put "the existence of good and faithful friends" and "love" on the second place. 

This suggests that adolescents understand the importance of maintaining health for a fulfilling life. This is not surprising, as since childhood we are told "The main thing is health!" Just as in conversations about health, parents should explain their kids need to tolerate the people and respect other people's opinions. 

Family - is the main thing that a man can have. The family man finds support and understanding in the family.
