Данная программа также обеспечивает формирование навыков научно-исследовательской деятельности, развития речевых знаний и навыков, предполагает развитие умения свободно истолковывать содержание текста, уметь строить связное рассуждение. Программа обеспечивает развитие умения не только анализировать статьи и тексты, но и учит проводить сравнительный анализ событий, традиций и обычаев в рамках исследуемо темы.


Программа направлена на формирование общеучебных и специфических исследовательских умений и навыков учащихся:

· работать с литературными источниками и справочной литературой;

· классифицировать собранный материал;

· анализировать и обобщать изученный материал и полученные сведения;

· проводить качественный и количественный анализ проводимой диагностики;

· логически выстраивать материал и делать выводы;

· грамотно оформлять результаты исследования.

Основываясь на принципе добровольности, программа позволяет школьнице познать себя, свои возможности, реализовать свой творческий потенциал в ходе работы над темой исследования. 

Итогом данной работы будет написание научно-исследовательской работы и выступление на школьной научно-практической конференции.

Chapter 1

1.1. THE History of Grammar school #5

The first time pupils have crossed a threshold of a new school №5 [see appendix 1] on the first of September.
The school endures a rebirth. It is a fine, and modern building. And persons of the teachers who have met children on a threshold of school familiar since the childhood. 
There are no pioneers and members of the Komsomol at schools, but having forgotten ideology, the most interesting and very useful affairs are remembered: from collection of scrap metal before all excursions on BOF (factory) which till now are the chiefs of school and it is healthy. There were a lot of entertainment such as the club of senior pupils, a theatrical circle, and amateur arts festivals surpassed all expectations of spectators.


There was an orchestra under the direction of E.V.Petrov. He was the constant prize-winner of all competitions, the organizer of school evenings. A.M.Zarh was the leader of this club – the young historian who has appeared at school. And then the teachers began to do the conferences which are called in pedagogic as active methods of training. Those were meetings with veterans of “invisible front”, participants of the Second World War, and with subjected to repression in 30-40th years. The school also had the well-known sportsmen under the direction of Paktelemai Fedorovich Fedorovich. He organized sections, competitions for basketball sections, gymnastics, and many other things.

When you remember the school, certainly, you remember people who were studying with you. Unfortunately, time is relentless, many of people are not present, and not only in a city … But the new generation of children comes, there were other traditions, the spirit of innovation, the energy remain old, and the main thing is the amicable and kind group of pupils and teachers exists until now.  
The school also had the art section where children can develop their imagination and create something native only for them. It was a good chance to show that you are a sculptor or a director of the placing [see appendix 2]. The school had a lot of diplomas and readings and writings [see appendix 3]. 
As for the relation between pupils and teachers of that time, we can say with confidence that children concerned with awe and boundless respect to all teachers. And, honestly to say, children were going to school with a great pleasure.

1.2.  Students’ memories from the past about our Grammar school

“My parents and I have arrived to Norilsk in 1978 in summer. On the first of September I have gone to the 4th form of school №5. Certainly, after three years studying “on the continent” everything was in another way. From the fourth form it was slightly more difficult, than at primary school because there were many new subjects and other teachers such as Kuleshova Nina Mihajlovna as a teacher of Russian, later it was Arykova Antonina Ivanovna as a teacher of Biology, Schegoleva Ida Dmitrievna was a teacher of History, Tokar Valentine Ivanovna was a teacher of Geography, Salnikov Alexander Petrovich was a teacher of Physical education and many other great teachers. It would be desirable to transfer a special gratitude to Kuleshova Nina Mihajlovna, she taught us to be responsible for everything. This is a Teacher from the capital letter”.

They always are ready to help with a great pleasure and they do their best”.

“I have been working at school #5 for 22 years! I think I have the right to say that the best years of my life have passed in honest work for what I have received a roll of readings and writings and 2 medals. The first one is for100 years of Lenin and the second one is as I am the veteran of the work.
From the height of the lived years I consider that my life has taken a place. I am a happy person. Our principle Nadezhda Ivanovna Bashuk was a very jealously person for being the first in everything and everywhere.   Our group supported Nadezhda Ivanovna; all worked as the bees and achieved quite often a success.

Holidays passed very well at school such as «the song and a system». Children often carefully prepared for it, learnt front songs, prepared elements of the military form, did weapon breadboard models etc.

There was a competitive moment. And much work was done by "Fur-tree" holidays in the New Year Eve. We were making toys for school registration” [1].

1.3. Our teachers
We have more than one hundred teachers at our Grammar school #5. Unfortunately, we can’t describe all of them but here are some of our favorite teachers. 

Our teachers of Literature and Russian are Kovanova Lyudmila Leonidovna, Nesteruk Natalia Nikolaevna, Lepnyanen Olga Yurevna, Saigak Larisa Vladimirovna, and Akbutaeva Tatiana Yakovlevna [see appendix 5].

Teachers of English are Oleinik Natalie Olegovna, Shirai Svetlana Anatolevna, Ryabinina Natalie Ivanovna, Litvinova Tatiana Nikolaevna, Skilova Lyudmila Leonidovna, Artukh Oksana Vasilevna, Vershinina Marina Viktorovna, Yakunina Svetlana Petrovna, Gadjieva Tamara Ibragimovna, Kuzina Lyudmila Vladimirovna, and Schklyaeva Julia Andreevna [see appendix 6]. 
Karabanova Tatiana Valerevna, Salnikov Alexander Petrovich, Zavarzin Alexander Alexandrovich, and Moroz Olga Nikolaeva are teachers of Physical Training [see appendix 7].

Kosherailo Tatiana Vladimirovna teaches us how to make different experiences. She is the teacher of Chemistry. You will know from Tsikunova Olga Yurievna how to draw                                       [see appendix 12].
If you can’t dance or sing you can always ask Metelkin Eugene Nikolaevich, and Denisova Natalie Vladimirovna and they are sure to help [see appendix 13].
The teachers of Physics are Yaschenko Olga Nikolaevna  and Tilchenko Sergey Leonidovich [see appendix 14].

The teacher of Economics is Cuba Ruslana Mihailovna [see appendix 15].  

To get to where America or the North Pole is you can ask Jagrina Irina Aleksandrovna and Tokar Valentine Ivanovna [see appendix 16]. 
To be a teacher is not only to go to school every day, listen to the pupils, put marks or to have conferences but it is also to have a lot of fun when you teach pupils. 
1.4. Grammar school nowadays
The Grammar school № 5 has undergone changes for many years of its existence. Every year it was improved and prospered. Teachers, pupils, parents, and administration helped it in this difficult change. Everyone was aspiring to improve the school and, it seems to me, it has turned out remarkably. Just have a look at its present outward appearance and maintenances. I think that everyone can only envy to my school.

1.4.1. Buildings

In 2007 our school was united with the comprehensive school # 44. So, now we have two buildings: Veteranov Street, 17 and Bogdana Khmelnitskogo Street, 12 [see appendix 17].  We have got two administration departments for the first building and for the second one. As we have got about 1000 students, teachers have to go from one building to another for several times a week. 

Our schools are four-storied buildings. They are very beautiful and comfortable. We have got modern equipment almost in every classroom. This year the principle decided to mount cameras in our halls and the staff can see what happens while breaks. All teachers are on duty during breaks and they keep order. If something is wrong a teacher should try to prevent the problem and report to the administration. 
In general our school has some adventures in studying: linguistics, mathematics, economics, chemistry and biology. Our students have a high level of learning skills. So, it’s very pleasant to study in such modern school.

1.4.2. The government of our grammar school

The headmistress of our school is Skopova Galina Nikolaevna [see appendix 18]. She is very kind, literate, responsive, polite, tactful, and attentive person. Natalie Andreevna                       [see appendix 19], the secretary, helps her. By the way, she is a very well brought up person and when you need something she always help you, be sure! The deputy directors are Litvinova Tatiana Nikolaevna, Dokashenko Svetlana Vladimirovna, Chernova Svetlana Evgenevna, Yakunina Svetlana Petrovna and Nirkova Elena Anatolevna. These people help Galina Nikolaevna in everything. They are very important persons.  We have also got two people who can help you when you are in trouble or you have a stress situation. They are our school physiologists Mashukova Elena Vasilevna and Lesikova Irina Leonidovna. The bursar, Huziahmetova Galiya Mihailovna, can always give you out all goods you need for an excellent and productive work. The school librarians are Vorontsova Svetlana Nikolaevna and Denisova Galina Mihailovna [see appendix 20]. They are  well-educated persons and every question is a long story in their answering.
1.4.3. School Canteen

There is a canteen in the first block of our favorite school [see appendix 21]. It is very beautiful and bright. It has a lot of flowers on window-sills and posters on the walls. There are several dinner-tables for the pupils. The tables are always clean and smell rather good. You can always see a menu for today and for tomorrow which is on the wall in a special place for it. If you want something special you can buy a chocolate, a bun and different juices [see appendix 22] at the counter with a pleasure price.
 Many cookers cook breakfasts, dinners, and suppers for us. We have a different menu every day [see appendix 22] and if values according to the rules. I have noticed that cookers are always tidy and neat and our food fresh, hot and smells very tasty. The master chief is Maria in our canteen. She makes a menu and gives tasks for the others workers.

The second block has a canteen too. Many cookers work under preparing of tasty food.  The master chief is Helen. She gives tasks for her helpers and every break they lay the tables twice or three times a day. I am very proud that I eat at our canteen because it is always useful and tasty.
1.4.4. a school uniform
School uniform has its opponents and proponents. Modern teenagers for the most part are totally against it. The case with parents and teachers is the reverse they advocate the introduction of this rule at schools. Pupils show themselves at schools while being dressed improperly. Girls wear defiant clothing that does not in any way fit in with the environment of an educational institution.

Every school addresses this issue in different way. Some of them are satisfied with an austere two-piece garment; others make contracts with clothing manufactures, with teachers and parents responsible for style, design and color choice.  

As I study at Grammar school I must follow grammar style of clothes [see appendix 23]. Usually it is a skirt, a blouse and shoes for girls and a suit, a tie, trousers and a shirt for boys. All pupils follow this rule [see appendix 24]. Of course, there are exceptions but the headmistress and her helpers watch very strictly for the uniform. They don’t let anyone to be in casual because the pupils are the face of Grammar school! 
There is no certain school uniform in our Grammar school, but pupils follow an official style.
1.4.5. School at the hospital
School in hospital! What is it?! There are lots of questions when we can hear such combination of the words. You know, it is such school in which to study is completely not simply, but children, having learnt about this school, willingly go to it, because of teachers’ kindness and, of course, it is their interest in destiny of the pupil. It defines teacher’s work.


Every pupil in a native class has a favorite teacher. Also it is necessary to construct your relations with the children in a proper way. You must show to the students that you are not only a hospital teacher; you are a teacher from the God. For the successful organization of educational process and construction of the technique most adapted for hospital conditions it is necessary not only desire of the teacher to help pupil, but desire of the pupil to study.


More than 25 years this school has been working in Norilsk on the basis of Children's hospital and hospital in a small town of Norilsk, and now we have such school in Oganer.


How many remarkable teachers helped children of NPR, Dudinka, and Snezhnogors to feel themselves equal with schoolmates in mastering of the school program! It’s really a miracle to be educated individually [1]!

1.4.6. Technical staff


What school can be without technical personnel [see appendix 25]? They are very important for all surroundings. They wash, clean, tidy and sweep. So, they do everything our school to be in clean and order. 

Guard always keeps watch, who controls arrival and departure of people. Nobody can enter the school without passport. Persons facts bring in a special diary and you can easily to get to know who and when came. 
Every day the guard does an inspection of the school. He controls the security of pupils and personnel. If something wrong he tries to correct the problem or call the emergency. 
1.5. Subjects at school

Every country has its own subjects at school, which children must study. Our education system divides the school on primary, secondary and high. Each link studies its subjects, but everyone aspires to one purpose – to receive knowledge. It would be desirable to consider the subjects separately.

1.5.1. Primary school
It seems that the subjects are easy at primary school but I am sure it is a mistake. Children have such subjects as Math, Biology, ART, PE, and English. Do you agree that it is not easy to learn them!? For knowledge of every subject it is necessary to study very hard, especially for a child. There are lots of thoughts in his head and sometimes it makes him afraid. On the other hand, knowledges let us to be successful in the future. We are thanking our teachers of the primary school [see appendix 26]. By the way, children can stay at school till seven o’clock p.m. every day. It is extended-day group.
1.5.2. Secondary school
Secondary school distinguishes from primary school only by subjects. The purpose is the same: it is to have knowledges. Algebra, History, Geography, Physics, English, and Chemistry are the subjects, which raise our level of knowledges.

1.5.3. High school
Aim changes not only at high school, but the world view too and subjects are the same. You begin to understand you need not only to have knowledges, but be able to use them for the future. At this stage pupils try to do his best in order to get success in the future and he does it deliberately. 
1.5.4. OUR ACHIEVEMENTS AT SCHOOL
There are many study groups at our school, where every child can accept participation. It is a section of basketball, volleyball; dances, chess, and art [see appendix27]. The leaders of sections are professional, they can always help and prompt you what to do in order to get success. We were awarded not once in every of these categories and our cups can confirm it [see appendix 28]. 
1.5.5. Medicine at school
There is a medical cabinet at our school. There is everything for the ambulance. Medicine is given for children only under the list that confirms qualification of the worker and his care about children. Our doctor’s assistant Julia Sergeevna can always help you, if you have problems with your health. When doctor’s assistant can’t help someone then she calls ambulance, in order to prevent an accident.
1.6. English school in Kent, Margate TOWN
Margate is a seaside town within the Thanet district of East Kent, England. It lies 38.1 miles east-northeast of Maidstone, along the North Foreland of the coastline of the United Kingdom. Margate experiences an oceanic climate similar to almost all of the United Kingdom. Margate has a population of 40,386 people [see appendix 29]. Daniel Campbell, Commissioner of Public Works, Michael Becker, Mayor  & Commissioner of Revenue & Finance, Maury Blumberg, Commissioner of Public Safety are always the main persons in this city [see appendix 30].
Salmestone School [see appendix 31] is situated on the outskirts of Margate town centre. The majority of the children live close to the school. They are a two form entry school with fifteen classes, two in each year group, and a nursery [6]. They also make the most of their grounds providing interesting and lively play areas, each play ground also has a quiet shady zone where children can sit and read or play board games [8].

The school is organized into Foundation, KS1 and KS2 departments. There is a Deputy Head teacher and an Assistant Head with specific responsibilities one for AEN and one for Assessment. The Deputy Head teacher and the Assistant Head teacher with the Head teacher make up the Senior Leadership Team [4] [see appendix 32].
1.6.1. Uniform at school

The school has a school uniform at Salmestone which the administration encourages children to wear at all times.  The uniform is practical and comfortable and gives the children a sense of belonging to the school [11]. 

The school color is royal blue and the uniform for boys is grey trousers, white polo shirt, and Royal blue school sweatshirt. As for girls it is navy or grey skirt, pinafore or trousers; white polo shirt, and Royal blue school sweatshirt or cardigan. A school fleece or raincoat is also available [9].
It is essential that all clothing brought to school is clearly marked with your child’s name, this makes tracing lost or misplaced items much easier [10].

The school does not allow children to wear jewellery at school.  If the child has pierced ears they should wear plain studs.  Earrings must be removed for PE and games lesson, children need to remove their own earring [2].  

1.6.2. SUBJECTS
1.6.2.1. Foundation Stage

The children are required to follow a particular curriculum called ‘The Foundation Stage Curriculum’. There are six ‘areas of learning’ namely: Personal and Social Development, Communications, Language and Literacy, Mathematics, Knowledge and Understanding of the World, Physical Development and Creative Development [4]. 
1.6.2.2. Key Stage 1
The Key Stage 1 curriculum is designed to develop the children’s basic reading, writing and Maths skills alongside widening their understanding of the world through topic learning. All children should read to their adults at home daily to reinforce the work done in school about reading. The children also begin to learn about healthy living having fruit at break time, engaging in PE lessons and participating in active playtimes. During Year 1 the children gradually move from an informal curriculum to a more formal style of lessons. In May each year the children in Year 2 are assessed using the statutory tests. History, geography, design and technology and science are taught through topic lessons. RE is covered according to the Kent agreed syllabus, which introduces children to a variety of religions. All children take part in daily collective worship; this can be with the whole school, in key stages or in class [3].

1.6.2.3. Key Stage 2
The children continue with all basic skills lessons as in Key Stage 1 and other subjects are further developed though topics. The children in Year 6 are assessed during May for our statutory assessments and these are reported nationally. Results for last year at attached. Many children in Year 6 sit the Kent Test for entry into Grammar School [3].
1.6.3. Medicine at school

If the child is receiving medication from the family doctor it is likely that they will be unfit to attend school.  Prescribed medicines are not given to children in school other than by special arrangements.  A School Medicine Record form must be completed and only medication needing to be taken 4 times or more a day will be administered.
As used at school medicine, an ‘individualized health care plan’ means a document setting out the health services needed by the student at school, and an ‘individualized emergency health care plan’ outlines a set of procedural guidelines that provide specific directions about what to do in a particular emergency situation. Both are to be developed by the school nurse, in consultation with the parent or guardian of a student with diabetes and other medical professionals who may be provided diabetes care to the student, and signed by the parent or guardian. 

The school nurse assigned to a particular school shall coordinate the provision of diabetes care at school and ensure that appropriate staff is trained in the care of these students, including staff working with school-sponsored programs outside of the regular school day. The school nurse shall also ensure that the school bus driver that transports a student with diabetes in contact information [7]. 
1.6.3.1. HEALTH


The Margate City Board of Education believes that good health is vital to success learning. In order to help pupils achieve and maintain good health, the board directs the Superintendent of Schools to develop pupils’ health services that employs professional personnel and interacts with both parents and community health agencies. School guaranteed:

a. Employment of a medical inspector to perform those duties required by law, and to advice the Superintendent of Schools on all matters affecting the health of pupils;

b. Provision of proper facilities, equipment and supplies for professional health pupils, personnel and other staff;

c. Providing safe drinking water;

d. An eye protection;

e. Provision of emergency service for injury and sudden illness [7].
1.6.3.2. SAFETY

The Superintendent of School shall develop rules governing school safety which shall include but not only be limited to: pupils’ safety at school; care of injured pupils; vehicle safety programs; plant safety; labeling and storage of hazardous substances; emergency procedures; pupils’ safety in transit to and from school; an eye protection. In addition, pupils shall be provided with safety instruction in accordance with the law.

The school must inform the board when the hazardous substances may be used when children are present, and the board shall determine if an emergency situation exists and such use is warranted.


If any hazardous substance is stored on any school site, the Superintendent of School shall make available the hazardous substances fact sheet for that substance to anyone who requests it. 
The school board, the board of a charter school, the principal or chief administrator of a school shall ensure that notice of soil contamination on school property is provided. Notice will be provided to each parent or guardian of a student enrolled at school, and to each staff member of the school. Notice will be provided within 10 business days of the discovery of the soil contamination, when the contamination is found by the department of environmental protection or a licensed site remediation professional to exceed the department’s direct contact soil remediation standards for residential use [7].
1.6.4. SCHOOL canteen in Margate city
Cooked school meals are available daily in line with Government Healthy School legislation.  The prices of these do change from time to time and the current price is available for the school office.  Meals must be paid for in advance either weekly, half-termly or for the full term if preferred.  Cheques should be made payable to Principals Catering.  If you are entitled to Free School Meals please contact the school secretaries for an application form.  Any enquiry will be treated in confidence

If the child is going to bring a packed lunch parents do not need to send it in bottles or fizzy drinks.  It is very helpful if any citrus fruit is peeled and sectioned and a spoon sent for yoghurts.  And you can’t bring sweets because it destroys children’s teeth.

Salmestone was awarded the Healthy Schools Status in March 2007.  As part of this scheme all children in the foundation stage and Key Stage 1 have a choice of a piece of fruit each day [8]. 
1.6.5. Study groups at school in England

Each term the school offers a variety of clubs after school. These could include the following: Lego, Story telling, Making, Art club, Green Guardians, Book club, Netball, Running, ICT Maths Whizz, Football, and Dodgeball.
A letter is sent home at the start of each main term informing parent's about which clubs are running. “Please fill out the form and return it to school office as soon as possible. Places for the clubs are then allocated”.
The school provides part-time nursery for up to 52 children from the age of 3 years old. Children attend either morning or afternoon sessions of 3 hours for 5 days a week. The nursery is proving very popular and the children have excellent facilities and resources both indoors and outdoors. It provides a wonderful safe environment for the children to play, learn and grow in confidence [5].

In the conclusion I’d like to say that every school needs to be famous and knowable. The problem is very deep in our generation. It doesn’t want to know their past, present and future, they want to know nothing. Of course, not everyone is like this. Many teenagers are interested in their school, moreover, they know lots about it and I am proud about it. If people are interested in their history more, they will help to save it. I’m sure that in the future our students will tell their children about Grammar school #5 not only the title but much more information. They will be proud of it and their children will be proud of their parents too. 
Chapter 2

2.1.  Interrogation. Children’s knowledges about Grammar school #5
